The Cognition of “Buddha-like” Phenomenon and its Guiding
Path of College Students in the New Era

Abstract: The existence of “Buddha-like” as a youth subculture reflects the spiritual outlook, ideology,
and values of youth groups, including college students, to a certain extent, and it needs to attract the
attention of all sectors of society. Through a sample survey of nearly 1,000 college students, it is found
that in the new era, college students have a very diverse understanding of the phenomenon of “Buddha—
like”, they have a greater sense of emotional identity , meanwhile are aware that values can be influenced
by the concept of “Buddha-like”, but do not want to be impaired , etc. These characteristics and
identities are closely related to factors such as coexistence of external development and pressure of college
student groups, and inherent values that have not yet taken shape. The article focuses on the perspective
of all-round education, based on the concept of school, family and society’s concerted efforts to educate
people, build the roots of the ideals and convictions of young students, give play to the role of core values
in shaping and guiding, condense the soul of young students’ ideology and culture, and pay attention to
the differences among college students. The characteristics and requirements of the stage and the foundation
of young students’ growth and talents have been put forward, and the value—guided path of “Buddha-like”
college students have been proposed.
