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Research on the Reform of Ideological and Political Teaching Mode

in Colleges and Universities Based on OBE

Abstract: The ideological and political course in colleges and universities is the key course to implement
moral education and cultivate people. The quality of teaching depends on whether the goal of students' growth and
talent can be achieved. Outcome based education (OBE)is student—centered, reversely designs the curriculum
framework and innovates the teaching mode according to the learning results to be achieved, so as to improve the
teaching quality. Adhering to the goal orientation, emphasizing the ability orientation and paying attention to the
performance evaluation are the significant characteristics of OBE. The application of OBE to promote ideological
and political teaching in colleges and universities has important value, which is conducive to clarifying learning
outcomes, expanding learning opportunities and optimizing teaching strategies. The teaching of ideological and
political courses in colleges and universities based on the OBE should adhere to the principles of achievement
determination rather than process determination, teacher guidance rather than teacher domination, knowledge
integration rather than knowledge fragmentation, and constantly optimize teaching strategies. From this point
of view, it is necessary to promote the reform of ideological and political teaching mode from the following
aspects: first, adhere to the combination of goal orientation and problem orientation; adhere to the unity of
teacher guidance and student—centeredness; adhere to the transformation from linear promotion to continuous
improvement, continuously improve the teaching quality of ideological and political courses, and further
consolidate the role of efficient ideological and political courses as the main channel and main position in moral
education.
